BOATING TO A NEW LEVEL OF SAFETY
submitted by Frank VVanderhorst

Don’t let a runaway boat ruin your life. Falling out of your
boat and not being able to get back in is bad enough, but the
boat can continue on and crash into another vessel causing
property damage or loss of life. The occurrence of runaway
vessels is on the rise as more people take to the wa-

When
surveyed, most operators said they did not wear the emer-
gency stop lanyard and admitted to leaving the helm at one
time or another when the vessel was under way. The main
reason for not wearing emergency stop lanyard was that it is
inconvenient and restricts movement of the operator around
the helm.

Crime Prevention Tips

Here are a couple of things to think about with all some of today’s technology.

GPS: Do not put your home address in it. Put a nearby address (like a store or gas station) so
you can still find your way home if you need to. This way a thief would not know where you
live if your car was stolen. They would not be able to find your house and use your garage
door opener to get in.

Mobile Phones: Do not disclose the relationship between you and the people in your mobile phone contact

list. Avoid using names like Home, Honey, Hubby, Sweetheart, Dad, Mom, etc. And very importantly, when
sensitive info is being asked through texts, confirm by calling back. Also, when you're being texted by friends or
family to meet them somewhere, be sure to call back to confirm that the message came from them. If you don't
reach them, be very careful about going places to meet someone who texted you. Make sure you have the Police
non-emergency number (727-893-7780) stored in your cell phone. While out and about in Broadwater, if you
observe any suspicious activity, call the non-emergency number or 911 for emergency.

Solving Issues at the Local Level

Have you ever had an issue with your neighbor? How do you solve issues while trying to remain civil with people you may see daily
for years to come? Some folks handle issues by going straight to the top hoping to impose a higher authority on their neighbor. This
can make things very uncomfortable for both of you and should not be your first option. Tackling neighbor issues should start with
simply knowing your neighbor and making sure you have an open line of communication. If you do not know the person next door,
you should make an effort to meet them before you have an issue. Let them know you will look out for their property and make sure
you have each other’s contact information in case of an emergency. |f something bothers you, the first call should be to your
neighbor in most cases. If the owner is renting out their house, make contact with them and let them know you will keep an eye on
things and protect their investment. It is essential to have communication with the renters and the owner. For instance, if there is a
problem with a renter, you should make a good faith effort to resolve it with them before you escalate the situation and get the owner
involved. Bring evidence of the problem as well as possible solutions to them and a responsible person should react posi-
tively. When the owner becomes involved, you need to put them in your shoes so they can see your side. This may also works if you
have issues with a resident owner. For instance, your neighbor erects fence on your property line that blocks your view of the canal.
You suspect it may be higher than city code allows so you should call the codes department, right? Wrong! You should invite the
neighbor over for dinner or a drink and let them experience your view. A good neighbor will fix the problem and maybe check with
you next time they do anything that may affect the use of your property. The same goes for an incessantly barking dog. Invite your
neighbor over and let them experience the sounds. While this is a great starting point, it obviously will not work in all situa-
tions. Your next step may be to contact your Block Captain (BC). Your BC may be more familiar with those in your block and can
offer an objective perspective to both parties involved. Your BC can also rally the rest of the block to support a common concern or
solicit help from the Civic Association if necessary. If none of this works, it is time to involve the city authorities or Police. The city
and Police both work hard to solve neighborhood issues, but getting them involved can create more friction between neighbors. If
problems can be handled at street level, the neighborhood will become more tight knit and stronger in the long run.
