TREASURER’S REPORT

Broadwater Civic Association’s financial 

position continues its positive trend year to 

date 2010.  Year to date (through August 21, 

2010) receipts totaled $15,599 and exceeded 

year to date expenses by $3,337. Expenses 

included $877 of grant expense outstanding 

at year end that was paid in January. 2010 

membership revenue in the amount of 

$2,670 and advertisement revenues of 

$2,400 make up the majority of receipts to 

date.  Many thanks go out to our advertisers 

and the members that contact them to adver-

tise.   It is as a result of their support of our 

community that we are in a positive financial 

position today.  The larger expense catego-

ries include $773 for the Newsletter and the 

$877 grant expenditure mentioned previ-

ously.  Cash and Certificates of Deposit total 

$27,824.  A complete report will be available 

at the General Meeting.

Broadwater Database 
 

Ken Balkovic has been working hard to de-

sign a new database that will help Broadwa-

ter run more efficiently and hopefully will 

lead to a long awaited social directory.  The 

database and directory is only as good as 

the accuracy of the information in it.  Most 

of the information we have is derived from 

the membership forms submitted annually by 

roughly 50% of the neighborhood.  In order to ver-

ify the accuracy of our information, we are working 

on doing a Broadwater Census.  You may be visited 

by your Block Captain and asked to verify or update 

your current information.  All information provided 

will be kept confidential and only used by The 

Broadwater Civic Association as the database has 

limited access to a total of four people.  We will use 

the database to keep our pet registry up to date, help 

track grant projects and hopefully develop a pre-

ferred contractor list with your input.  We will find 

many more uses for the database that will streamline 

Broadwater as we move forward.

 As you look at the infolink messages you 

have received over the past six months, you might 

agree that one of the most common is a request 

from a neighbor for a referral for a tradesperson 

successfully used for a household project, be it an 

electrician, a plumber or a lawn service. 

 We would like to create a Broadwater Con-

tractor List that you can easily access when you are 

trying to locate contractors recommended by your 

neighbors. The list would be based on positive recom-

mendations from residents who have actually used the 

service. The list may eventually be accessible online or 

via email.   

 The following list includes, but is not limited 

to, some of the services that are commonly requested: 

appliance repairs, boat lift/davit installers/repairs, boat 

servicing, caretakers, cleaners, computer repairs, dock 

repairs, electricians, handyperson, irrigation installa-

tion/repairs, lawn service for disease/insects, lawn/

landscapers, mower repairs, painters, pavers, pet ser-

vices (walkers, etc.), plumbers, pool repairs, remodel-

ing, roofing, rug cleaners, tile cleaning/repairs, tree 

work, window/slider repairs,  etc. 

 In order to compile a list, we need your input. 

The list will be as comprehensive as the responses we 

receive from you. You can help immediately in a few 

ways: 
 

#1: If you have used a contractor or professional ser-

vice in your home recently and would recommend 

them to others, we'd like to have you send that recom-

mendation to us (contractor/address/phone no./service 

provided). 
 

#2: If you have recently used infolink to broadcast a 

request for referral, please forward on to us any replies 

from residents that you received, and we'll take it from 

there. This can be as simple as a click of the computer 

mouse. 

 We request that Broadwater contractors refrain 

from recommending their own companies.

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What is that Smell!!  
  

    Many residents have reported what they thought may be waste in the canals from live aboards.  The smell of 

rotten eggs and appearance of what looks like raw sewage is actually Lyngbya.  Lyngbya majuscula is filamen-

tous blue-green algae (cyanobacteria) that lives naturally in Tampa Bay and is found worldwide. Blooms of 

Lyngbya are common annual events in many areas of Florida and can form large, brownish colored floating 

mats, slimy to the touch and sometimes emit a foul odor. The increased growth of Lyngbya, typically in the 

spring and summer months, may be attributed to warmer temperatures combined with sunlight.  

    Cyanobacteria are photosynthetic and, therefore, manufacture their own food. Some Cyanobacteria can also 

convert atmospheric nitrogen into nitrate or ammonia, which plants, including algae, 

need for growth.  

    Lyngbya grows and forms mats in the intertidal areas that are inundated regularly. 

The dense structure of the mat hampers oxygen diffusion so anaerobic bacteria, such as 

sulfur bacteria, thrive inside the mat. Winds and current may move the floating mats of 

Lyngbya to the waterfront, where it washes up on beaches and stacks up against sea-

walls. The exposure to air and intense sunlight lead to its decay and the production of 

hydrogen sulfide (H2S) which, like the sulfur bacteria, has a rotten eggs odor.  

    While a variety of this species has been associated with contact dermatitis - 

“swimmer’s itch”- in Hawaii, Japan and Australia, there is no evidence that the 

Lyngbya in Tampa Bay is capable of inducing skin irritation. There have been no 

reports of any adverse affects on seagrass, fish or other marine organisms associ-

ated with these blooms. On the contrary, Lyngbya is beneficial because many mi-

croscopic organisms live off of the algae and are associated with the mat.
