CONCERNED ABOUT OUR WATERWAYS?
Early detection of red tide blooms allows researchers at FWC (Florida Fish & Wildlife Conservation Commis-
sion) to provide warning to coastal residents in the area, continue research, and predict seasonal events. We
have community volunteers in our neighborhood to expand the spatial coverage of the FWC’s monitoring pro-
gram by collecting water samples from areas where red tide or any other water quality issue is suspected. Be-
cause of limited state personnel, boats and other limited resources, the program relies on volunteers to help
monitor inshore bays and offshore coastal waters off the Gulf of Mexico.
Two water samples can be collected every couple of weeks in two different locations within our neigh-
borhood. If you feel there is an indication of red tide or any other water quality issue, please text Mel Moss at
727-276-9345. Additional information can be found at www.broadwaterfl.org
